Kwan-sing (President, HKMU) and Dr. Benjamin CHAN Tak-yuen (Dean, LiIPACE) attended the 21st
graduation ceremony held by Shenzhen Institute of Information Technology (SZIIT) and was warmly received by Prof. Wang Hui (President,
SZIIT), Miao Ningli (Party Secretary, SZIIT), Chen Zhifeng (Deputy Party Secretary, SZIIT). Both parties affirmed the success
of the collaborative programme. 14 students of the first cohort of the collaborative programme successfully completed
their studies in both Shenzhen and Hong Kong within three years, and received a zhuan-ke diploma from SZIIT and a higher
diploma from LiPACE.
